· Work within the framework of the existing school culture either as part of existing classes, a class of its own, as an after school program or elective
Eligible applicants for this RFP are: Private and public SAUs serving secondary students with disabilities and other entities that have the capacity and authority to work with such SAUs to form a collaborative partnership.
