Needs

· To recruit community members by providing them with education, outreach, and connection to youths with disabilities who are participating in job clubs and other youth leadership activities.

· To assist students in developing a clear and focused goal setting ability. This ability will guide them through high school and help direct them with employment and educational opportunities. 

· The Teen Leadership and Career Corps. seeks to work with local school districts in Maine.  Involving local service providers, non-profit and profit businesses, in connecting with local individuals as AmeriCorps members, will strengthen and enhance opportunities for youth ages 14-21 with disabilities to have active, involved and productive adult lives. The objective is to increase the number of youth who exit special education to become full time employees within the community. 

By exposing youth to vocational opportunities early in their high school career and supporting them with job clubs, service providers such as the Department of Labor, Bureau of Vocational Rehabilitation, Maine State Career Center services, exposure to labor market information and connecting their educational programs to their future goals indicated in their IEPs, students will have greater success in exiting school, prepared to enter the workforce directly or participate in post secondary education.
